INTRODUCTION (So Far …The Way & Worth of Faith) 

One of the most outstanding characters of the Bible is the man we will look at tonight

His name is Enoch 

The account of Enoch's life is very brief, only 9 verses

But in those verses we find out a lot about him

The life of Enoch represents a very Powerful and Profound Picture of what a Christian can be… 

If we will only Purpose to Walk with God

In Genesis 5 we find this amazing statement 

v. 24a - “And Enoch walked with God;”

When Genesis 5:24 talks about Enoch Walking with God 

It’s Not talking about going out for a stroll 

It’s talking about Living in a Particular way 

In this case, it was Enoch Living God’s Way, by Faith! 

Genesis 5 reads like the obituary section of the local newspaper 

It is like a Walk through the cemetery where all the tombstones reveal the simple facts of life and death 

The engraving on the monuments all tell the same story

-- v.3 “and Adam lived” and in v.5 “he died”

-- v.6 “and Seth lived” and in v.8 “he died”

-- v.9 “and Enos lived” and in v.11 “he died”

-- v.12 “and Cainan lived” and in v.14 “he died”

-- v.15 “and Mahalaleel lived” and in v.17 “he died”

-- v.18 “and Jared lived” and in v.20 “he died”

-- v.25 “and Methuselah lived” and in v.27 “he died”

-- v.28 “and Lamech lived” and in v.31 “he died”

They lived and they died 

This is the testimony of cemeteries everywhere 

Men live and men die 

Tombstones and Undertakers testify to the fact of death  

Notice in Genesis 5 also, the length of these men's lives 

Adam lived 930 years, Seth lived 912 years, Enos lived 905 years, Cainan lived 910 years, Mahalaleel lived 895 years, Jared lived 962 years, Methuselah lived 969 years, Lamech lived 777 years


These men lived unusually long lives by our standards, 

But regardless of that, they still died 

Again the Truth to the Testimony of Romans 6:23a – “For the wages of sin is death …”

However, in this vast cemetery of Genesis 5 there is something that is out of place 

Right in the middle of this cemetery there is the testimony of a man who never died 

We find these surprising words in v.24 – “And Enoch walked with God; and he was not; for God took him” 

There is no earthly tombstone for this great man of God  

But in Hebrews 11:5 we find the epitaph to a man who did Not die and who was never buried 

This inscription, written in God’s Word, speaks volumes 

Enoch's life serves as a remarkable example of a man who was willing to die to self in order to live for God 

Let’s pray and then look at 6 Truths about Enoch's …

I. A “CONVERTED” WALK

Genesis 5:22 says – “Enoch walked with God …”


The fact that Enoch walked with God shows that he was a saved man 

Amos 3:3 says – “Can two walk together, except they be agreed?”

Enoch began his walk with God at the same place everyone must began—at conversion 

The Christian life is not something we are born with  

Contrary to the popular opinion of modernists and liberals, not everyone is a child of God! 

Jesus said in John 8:44 – “Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do …” 

Again in Matthew 23:15 He spoke of the lost as being a “child of hell”

At birth we are all born physically into the family of man, 

That’s Satan's family  

To become a child of God someone must be born again 

Jesus said in John 3:3 – “Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God”

No man, woman, or child begins a walk with God apart from salvation

A “CONVERTED” WALK



II. A “CONSECRATED” WALK 

Consecration is one of the great doctrines of Christianity 

Noah Webster defines consecration as the act of separating from a common, to a sacred use, or of devoting and dedicating a person or thing to the service and worship of God 

Enoch's Walk, matched his Talk 

This wasn't mere lip service; he had an all-out, dead to self, consecrated Walk with God 

A lot claim to know God, but don’t Walk with Him  

Luke 6:46 – “And why call ye Me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?”

If you want to know who your real master is, 

You just have to identify who you are obeying  

(“I think”, “we don’t” etc.) 

Romans 6:16 – “Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness?”

I’ve found that most people are only going to go so far

They are not going to come out of their comfort zones 

Don’t try and press them to do more, they will just kick against the pricks  

Enoch did not submit to the flesh, he obeyed the Word of God 

No wonder the text says that he Pleased God

A “CONVERTED” WALK … ye must be Born-again

A “CONSECRATED” WALK …surrendered to God

III. A “COURAGEOUS” WALK 

Enoch Walked in the midst of a godless and lawless society 

Cain killed his brother because of jealousy

Genesis 6:5 – “And … the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually” 

Despite this, Enoch still Walked with God! 

It takes Courage to Walk for God in the midst of a lawless society 

Proverbs 29:25 – “The fear of man bringeth a snare: but whoso putteth his trust in the LORD shall be safe” 

God cannot use a Christian who is not courageous enough to take a stand 

Fearful believers will do more damage than good to the cause of Christ  

Fear contaminates and spreads like wild fire


Just think of the 12 spies who went into Canaan  

In the Bible, fear immediately disqualified a man for service in the Army... 

Deut. 20:8 – “What man is there that is fearful and fainthearted? let him go and return unto his house, lest his brethren's heart faint as well as his heart”

As Christians we are to – “…endure hardness, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ” - II Tim. 2:3  

That means facing the enemy head on

I’ve found that most are hold up in their homes …

Not willing to come out and face the enemy

II Tim. 1:7 – “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind”

II Tim. 2:21 - “If a man therefore purge himself from these, he shall be a vessel unto honour, sanctified, and meet for the master's use, and prepared unto every good work” 

A “CONVERTED” WALK … you must be born-again

A “CONSECRATED” WALK … surrendered to God

IV. A “CONTINUING” WALK 

Enoch was a light that shone in a dark world 


He was a steady witness of God's great love and mercy in a wicked time 

v. 23 – “And all the days of Enoch were three hundred sixty and five years:” 

For 365 long years he Walked with God 

He stayed by the stuff 

Consistency is a quality that is so rare today  

I Cor. 15:58 – “Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord”

There is a lesson here for all of us to learn  

Enoch continued his Walk of Faith for 365 years according to the Genesis record of his life 

There was a continuous fellowship with God which no one else shared 

In a day when men were so unfaithful in their service and devotion to God, 

He went on day after day in wonderful fellowship with the God who had redeemed him 

The reward for Enoch's long continuous Walk with God is shown in the way his earthly life came to a close 

He was one of only two men God ever allowed to by-pass the experience of death 

Quote: Someone said, that - One day God and Enoch were out for a walk and God was so pleased with Enoch that they just kept on walking until they got to Heaven  

The Faith of this man was so great that he was raptured into the portals of glory 

That's the kind of Walk that we ought to want to have

A “CONVERTED” WALK … you must be born-again

A “CONSECRATED” WALK … surrendered to God 

A “COURAGEOUS” WALK … brave, despite the circumstances 
 
A “CONTINUING” WALK ... Full of Faith, Faithful  

V. A “CROWNING” WALK 

Hebrews 11:5 says Enoch - “... had this testimony, that he pleased God”

And what was it about Enoch that Pleased God? 

Hebrews 11:6 – “But without faith it is impossible to please Him: for he that cometh to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him” 

You can do anything you want, but if it is not by Faith …

It is not worth anything! 

And that Faith, must be in the Word of God, God Himself 


Enoch has left behind a record that should stir our hearts  

One of the most wonderful things about Enoch is the testimony he left behind 

The Word of God will speak forever that his Faith Pleased God

But, I’ve found that must don’t really care if they please God or not  

A lot of people have done great things so far as the world is concerned 

However, such accomplishments are all temporal and will pass away 

The testimony of Enoch is different; his accomplishment will be known throughout the endless ages of eternity

How about you and I, what will eternity show about us?  

Quote: The songwriter well said - “One life,' twill soon be past, Only what's done for Christ will last”

A “CONVERTED” WALK … you must be born-again

VI. A “COMFORTING” WALK

Jude 14 – “And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of His saints”

Enoch had a relationship with God that went beyond his daily Walk with Him  

The Comfort of Enoch's life was the assurance that he would someday dwell in the very presence of God 

No Christian will live a godly and consecrated life apart from their understanding of the second coming 

Titus 2:13 – “Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ”

I Thess. 4:16-18 – “For the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:” “Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord” “Wherefore comfort one another with these words” 

The Word of God declares that many believers will be alive when the Lord comes and these believers will go to heaven without dying 

The Christian is Comforted in the fact that someday, perhaps today, he will be with Him 

May we be found to be Faithful at His coming
