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INTRODUCTION 

In Isaiah chapter 31, we found that the nation of Israel was relying upon Egypt and its army for protection 

God made it clear that this was a big mistake and that it would bring nothing but sorrow and woe because His people would not trust in Him for security 

The Egyptians were mere men and did not have the power and capabilities that the Lord possessed 

They would all fall in battle because they were not relying upon Him 

The helpers and the helped would be defeated because God was left out of the equation

If Jerusalem was in danger, God would protect the city like an unintimidated lion that has captured its prey, or like birds that hover and protect their young 

God would pass over His people which is a reference to the Passover in Egypt 

He would miraculously deliver His people again 

The Assyrians would fall in defeat by the hand of God and those who relied upon idols would throw them away, realizing that God is God 

When we come to Isaiah 32, Isaiah looks to the future, 
both near and far, … 

… and informs us that changes are coming to the world and also the people of Judah 

The changes that would affect the world are of particular interest because they involve us 

They are changes that have not yet taken place, but will one day when Jesus Christ establishes His kingdom on Earth

Let's take a look at the Great Changes that are Coming

I. A CHANGE IN “PURPOSE” – vs. 1,2 …

The Bible tells us that Better days are coming 

In v. 1 Isaiah prophesies that a king is going to reign in righteousness one day and that the princes under His authority will rule with justice and integrity  

Government will become good government

I believe that Isaiah is pointing to Jesus Christ, the King of kings and to those who will help the Lord rule during His millennial reign 

Those who know Christ as their Saviour and have been faithful to the Lord will be rewarded  

Part of that reward will be positions of responsibility and authority during His reign 

The Bible informs us that believers will serve as priests and will also help the Lord reign on earth



Revelation 1:6 – “And hath made us kings and priests unto God and His Father; to Him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen” 

Revelation 5:10 – “And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth” 

Revelation 20:6 - “Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him a thousand years” 

II Timothy 2:12 – “If we suffer, we shall also reign with Him: if we deny Him, He also will deny us:” 

When Christ reigns on earth, there will be A Change in Purpose in the lives of people 

There will be a concern for others 

As we note some of these changes, we are challenged to have these goals and attitudes in our lives as well 

Why not? Why should we wait until the reign of Christ? 

Why not care for others now?

If you are a Believer, you have a New Purpose in life to Glorify Christ 

Loving and serving others will bring Glory to the Lord when your service is done in His Name

Notice the changes in us that will take place when Christ rules in righteousness 

We will be like an oasis to other people just as the Lord is to us 

A. A ‘Shelter’ in the Wind – v. 2 a 

“And a man shall be as an hiding place from the wind” 

1. The Lord is our Shelter 

Jesus is our shelter in the time of Storm 

What does a shelter or hiding place do in the wind? 

First of all, it quiets the noise and the discomfort of the wind

Wind is loud, disruptive, and damaging 

Christ is our hiding place and our shelter in the wind

He provides peace, calm, and rest in our lives 
 
Psalm 32:7 – “Thou art my hiding place; thou shalt preserve me from trouble; thou shalt compass me about with songs of deliverance” 

Psalm 119:114 – “Thou art my hiding place and my shield: I hope in Thy Word” 

2. We are a Shelter for Others  

We too, should try to provide others with peace, calm, and rest by our love and care for them 

With all the turmoil that is in the world, there are many who would love to have peace in their hearts, but don't 

Our lives can help them to find it by pointing them to the Lord Jesus Christ

3. We are Protected by His Shelter

If you have ever been in a severe snowstorm or thunderstorm, 

You know the discomfort of being hit by stinging snow or the pelting rain 

Christ is our Protector 

Our lives, and more importantly, our souls are in His hands 

We are eternally secure in Christ according to His promise to us 

John 10:28, 29 - “And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of My hand” “My Father, which gave them Me, is greater than all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand” 

4. We are to be a Protection for Others  

We can try to be Protectors today by warning others about the consequences of sin and of spending an eternity in Hell if they die without Christ 

We can share the Gospel with them 

We can also be Protectors of the Gospel and the Truths of God's Word by knowing and standing for the Truth 

Jude said we should earnestly contend for the faith 

Jude 3 – “Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write unto you of the common salvation, … 

… it was needful for me to write unto you, and exhort you that ye should earnestly contend for the faith which was once delivered unto the saints” 

‘Shelters’ 

B. ‘Shields’ from the Rain – v. 2 b 

“and a covert from the tempest;”  

1. The Lord is our Covert or Covering 

Something that is done covertly is something that is covered up 

Our Lord is a Shield or Covering from the storms in our lives 

We have storms and trials, but the Lord enables us to go through our storms 

He is our Shield 

He warms us when life gets cold and damp 

2. We are to help Cover others 

In the Millennium, men will be like Shields or Coverings from storms 

They will encourage those who will be facing storms and trials in their lives  

We can be this way now if we will make the effort and have the concern for others in need 

Paul put it this way in Philippians 2:4 - … 


“Look not every man on his own things, but every man also on the things of others” 

I Thessalonians 5:11 a – “Wherefore comfort yourselves together” 

C. ‘Streams’ in the Desert – v. 2 c 

“… as rivers of water in a dry place …” 

1. A Stream in the Desert 

Think about what that would mean to a thirsty soul 

Deserts are dry places, void of water 

But a Stream in the Desert would provide refreshment, strength, life, cleansing, abundance, and guidance 

The Lord is our Stream in the Desert 

Our Lord is characterized by all these traits 

He strengthens and revives our souls 

He cleanses us of sin 

He does exceedingly, abundantly above all that we ask or think 

He guides us into greater blessings like a river that flows to the ocean 

2. We are to be Streams for Others 

In the Millennium, men and women will be like Streams in the Desert 

They will be a blessing to others

All of these traits should characterize us, as well 

Like streams in a desert, we are to refresh, encourage, and strengthen one another 

We ought to bring beauty into the lives of others scarred by sin 

And our guidance should help people to find greater blessings

Hebrews 3:13 – “But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin” 

Hebrews 10:24, 25 – “And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works:” “Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching” 

II Timothy 4:2 – “Preach the Word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine” 

Luke 22:32 – “But I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail not: and when thou art converted, strengthen thy brethren”

Beloved, don't waste the opportunities you have today to count for Christ and be a blessing to those around you

A sign in a Doctor’s office read – “In two days, tomorrow will be yesterday” 

Let’s take advantage of our opportunities today 

Ephesians 5:16 – “Redeeming the time, because the days are evil”   

Romans 13:12 – “The night is far spent, the day is at hand: let us therefore cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light”  

Whether we're hampered by worry, procrastination, complacency, or guilt  

That simple sign voices a message of Perspective, of Urgency, and of Truth 

Time is flying / Don't waste it 

If the voices of believers from the past could speak, they might be shouting to us, “Seize the day!”

D. The ‘Shade’ of a Great Stone – v. 2 d 

“… as the shadow of a great rock in a weary land” 

1. Jesus is our Rock in a Weary Land 

As the shade provides coolness in blistering heat, clarity of sight, and rest, 

The Lord will provide refreshment and strength  

Our Lord is our Rock and we walk in His shadow  

We do this by walking near to Him  

We find blessing by resting under His wings 



Psalm 17:8 – “Keep me as the apple of the eye, hide me under the shadow of Thy wings,” 

Psalm 36:7 – “How excellent is Thy loving kindness, O God! therefore the children of men put their trust under the shadow of Thy wings” 

Psalm 57:1 – “Be merciful unto me, O God, be merciful unto me: for my soul trusteth in Thee: yea, in the shadow of Thy wings will I make my refuge, until these calamities be overpast” 

Psalm 63:7 – “Because Thou hast been my help, therefore in the shadow of Thy wings will I rejoice” 

2. We are to be the Same 

In the Millennium, believers will be as a shadow of a great rock in a weary land
 
Helping others find relief from weariness 

Has there been a Change of Purpose in your Life? 

A CHANGE OF “PURPOSE” 

II. A CHANGE IN “PERCEPTION” – vs. 3-8 … 

To Perceive means to become aware or conscious of (something); come to realize or understand

But because of sin, man’s spiritual perception is skewed

During the Millennium, when Christ rules and reins, that is all going to change   

There is going to be a Change in people Perception 

When our Lord reigns on earth in the future, men will have common sense (Believe it or not)

Their Perception of life and people will Change 

Isaiah lists a number of different kinds of individuals and ideas that will Change

Matthew 13:15 – “For this people's heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them”  

Let’s look at how all that is going to Change 

A. A Change in ‘Sight’ – v. 3 a 

“And the eyes of them that see shall not be dim” 

In Christ's kingdom, mankind will be able to see much more clearly 

Men will no longer have an excuse for not seeing  

They will not have their vision dimmed, or have their eyes closed to the truth like today

Christ will be sitting on a Literal Throne, in a Literal City in a Specific Country   

Unfortunately, today, that which is bad is considered as good and that which is good is considered as evil 

Why? People have believed a lie, they love not the truth  



1. One reason is the fact that people are blind to the truth because they have been blinded by Satan 

II Corinthians 4:4 – “In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them”  

2. Men are also blind or do not see the truth because they don't want to understand it  

They have chosen to remain ignorant or to reject it  

Paul addressed this issue in Romans 1:18-22 …

A Change in ‘Sight’ 

B. A Change in ‘Attention’ – v. 3 b 

“and the ears of them that hear shall hearken”

When Christ reigns on earth in the future and establishes His kingdom on earth, 

Not only will the Eyes of Perception be opened 

But the Ears of those that Hear will finally Listen 

They will pay Attention, not like people today 

People hear today, but they don't listen 

They don’t pay Attention, especially to spiritual matters, that affect their lives day by day 

A Change is going to come one day and people will listen to what the Lord has to say  


They will hear God's Truth and realize it’s the Truth

We need to realize that He wants us to listen to Him   

Proverbs 7:24 – “Hearken unto me now therefore, O ye children, and attend to the words of my mouth” 

Proverbs 8:32 - “Now therefore hearken unto me, O ye children: for blessed are they that keep my ways” 

James 1:19 - “Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath:” 

Quote: Winston Churchill put it this way – “Courage is what it takes to stand up and speak; courage is also what it takes to sit down and listen” 

Do you realize that the word Listen and the word Silent have the exact same letters? (Just arranged differently)  

That is an interesting coincidence, but it also reveals an important principle about Listening 

We need to learn to be still and Listen 

Psalm 46:10 a - “Be still, and know that I am God” 

A Change in ‘Attention’ 

C. A Change in ‘Patience and Temper’ – v. 4 a

“The heart also of the rash shall understand knowledge”

Another change that will take place when Christ reigns, is in the hearts of the “rash” 


This is a Hebrew word which means to be anxious, hurried, hastened; impetuous, reckless, or quick-tempered 

People who are like this will learn to calm or slow down 

They will learn to be patient, and in so doing, they will gain wisdom, knowledge, and discernment 

God wants the believer to be this way now 

The Christian should be the wisest person at work, in the neighborhood, at school, etc. 

You can be wise, even though you may not have smarts in certain subjects  

God wants us to have His wisdom and we can have it if we will seek it and ask for it 

James 1:5 – “If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him” 

Proverbs 2:3-6 - “Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for understanding;” “If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures;” “Then shalt thou understand the fear of the Lord, and find the knowledge of God” “For the Lord giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh knowledge and understanding” 

Many believers today lack wisdom because they are impatient and unteachable

They think they know it all

A Change in ‘Patience and Temper’  

D. A Change in ‘Speech’ – v. 4 b 

“and the tongue of the stammerers shall be ready to speak plainly” 

The Lord is not talking about someone that stutters

When the Lord rules one day on Earth 

His presence will have an effect upon those who don’t know what they are talking about 

Instead they will learn the Truth and will be able to speak with ease, clarity, and great plainness 

The Truth will be crystal clear when it is presented 

This truth reminds us of the fact that when Christ comes into a person's life, His presence should affect our speech   

Christians should not be characterized by cursing, vulgarity, and gossiping  

There is nothing right about that kind of conversation, 

Especially when it comes out of the mouth of a Christian 

Christians that have untamed tongues have a rotten testimony 

That’s pretty strong, but it’s the truth 

It would be better if someone couldn’t talk at all than to open their mouth and let everyone know exactly what is in their heart 


James 3:8-10 – “But the tongue can no man tame; it is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison” “Therewith bless we God, even the Father; and therewith curse we men, which are made after the similitude of God” “Out of the same mouth proceedeth blessing and cursing. My brethren, these things ought not so to be” 

James 1:26 – “If any man among you seem to be religious, and bridleth not his tongue, but deceiveth his own heart, this man's religion is vain”

Psalm 34:13 – “Keep thy tongue from evil, and thy lips from speaking guile”

Psalm 141:3 – “Set a watch, O Lord, before my mouth; keep the door of my lips”

Proverbs 13:3 – “He that keepeth his mouth keepeth his life: but he that openeth wide his lips shall have destruction”

Ephesians 4:29 – “Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers”

Ephesians 5:3, 4 – “But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints;” “Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks” 
 
A Change in ‘Speech’ 

E. A Change in ‘Idiots, Imbecile and Fools’ – vs. 5 a, 6 

“The vile person shall be no more called liberal …” 


“For the vile person will speak villany, and his heart will work iniquity, to practise hypocrisy, and to utter error against the Lord, to make empty the soul of the hungry, and he will cause the drink of the thirsty to fail” 

Another change that will take place during the Millennial Reign of Christ is the fact that there will be a change in opinion in the way a “vile” person is viewed 

This word "vile" is from the Hebrew word that means to be senseless, foolish, or disgraceful

It is absolute nonsense that people who live foolishly or disgracefully … 

(Like the Hollywood & Rock & Roll crowd) 

… that they are considered neat, cool, and adored by others even though their lives are characterized by vulgarity and moral filth 

The media idolizes these fools 

When this happens, some folks who lack attention or maturity, seek to live vile lives as well 

Isaiah states that fools will cease to be called liberal, noble, open-hearted, or generous 

They will be seen for what they really are and not be considered as heroes 

Friend, you don't want to be a fool and you don't want to hang around them 

Isaiah answers the question Why?


1. Fools speak “villany” 

Which means they speak about matters that are senseless, immoral, profane, and disgraceful 

In other words, fools have filthy mouths because they have filthy hearts 

Solomon told us in Proverbs 4:23 – “Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life” 

Isaiah stated the hearts of a fool works iniquity 

Their ungodly schemes consume them and are characterized by wickedness and trouble

2. Fools also practice “hypocrisy” 

“to practise hypocrisy, and to utter error against the LORD, 

What they claim to be or do, is false 

Fools try to justify themselves by launching verbal attacks, false accusations, and blasphemy against the Lord  

3. Fools are also consumed with themselves, and not others 

“to make empty the soul of the hungry, and he will cause the drink of the thirsty to fail” 

They may claim to be generous, but in reality, they are not 

They will withhold food from those who are hungry and water from those who are thirsty, 

While at the same time they claim to care about them

Are there people like this today? 

You better believe it 

The day is coming when fools will be viewed the same way God views them 

More importantly, you want to make sure you are not living your life like one 

A Change in how ‘Idiots, Imbecile and Fools’ are Viewed 

F. A Change concerning ‘Insolence’ – vs. 5 b, 7  

“… nor the churl said to be bountiful” “The instruments also of the churl are evil: he deviseth wicked devices to destroy the poor with lying words, even when the needy speaketh right” 

Another change that will come is the “churl” will not be considered to be bountiful 

What in the world is a churl? 

Someone who is churlish is someone who is considered to be a selfish scoundrel or rascal 

He is a person gripped with greed and covetousness 

He lives for himself and no one else 

His schemes and tricks are evil and deceptive 

He has no honor or integrity at all and will use his wealth or position to get his own way … 

… and influence others to fulfill his schemes instead of benefiting others 

He takes advantage of those who are poor by slandering and deceiving them 

Why would anyone consider such a person worthy of praise? 

(It’s beyond me!) 

It is sad that people actually value this kind of behavior today, but they do - Why? 

If a man has great wealth, fame, or influence, his faults tend to be ignored as long as there might be a chance of gaining some of that wealth, or benefitting from a friendship with him

I Samuel 25:3 – “Now the name of the man was Nabal; and the name of his wife Abigail: and she was a woman of good understanding, and of a beautiful countenance: but the man was churlish and evil in his doings; and he was of the house of Caleb”  

When Christ reigns on earth one day, this kind of person will no longer be viewed as bountiful, generous, respected, or honorable

III. A CHANGE IN “PEACE” – vs. 9-20 …  

Judah thought that every thing was alright 

That there was a relative Peace in their Land 

In this last portion of Isaiah 32 he warns the Nation that a Change in their perceived Peace was approaching 

They needed to shed their “ease” 

They had become apathetic, complacent, and careless  

Trouble was approaching on the horizon 

And within a year and a few days, trouble would arrive 

Their crops would be stolen and destroyed

There would be no harvest 

The land would be left wasted and turned into thorns, briars, and weeds because there would be no one to farm it (the men would be dead or taken captive) 

This took place in 701 B.C. when Sennacherib's Assyrian army invaded Judah and devastated the land 

Isaiah urged them to mourn for what was approaching by removing their beautiful clothes and replacing them with sackcloth to show their grief 

What were once Happy homes would now be vacated and void of life 

First, let’s look at … 

A. The ‘Retribution’ – vs. 9-14 

Judgment was coming; due to Judah’s disobedience 

These verses speak of the Retribution that would come upon the land of Israel before the reign of Christ 


This is a near-future prophecy with far-future ramifications 

Isaiah's people would be dealt with for their sin  

The promised reign of Christ does not take away this fact 

It seems that people Don’t get it or just Won’t change

Therefore, God has to deal with them 

I personally believe America will be dealt with 

1. The Persons – v. 9 

“Rise up, ye women that are at ease; hear my voice, ye careless daughters; give ear unto my speech” 

I don’t know if you remember, but back in chapter 3 Isaiah dealt with the Women 

He called into question their motives 

The Lord rebuked the daughters of Zion who lived in vanity and frivolity, despising the Lord and thinking only of self-gratification

Now he’s speaking to them again, hoping their consciences are a little more tender 

Let’s look at 3 things here … 

-- The Instructions

“Hear My voice”  



People who do not, or will not, heed the Word of God … are headed for trouble 

-- The Identity 

“Women” 

The nation of Israel is sometimes referred to in the female gender 

For example, in Isaiah 3:16, 17 we see them called the “daughters of Zion” 

While women may have especially been in the thought of the message, the men are not excluded 

The whole nation is here rebuked and warned of punishment 

The women are targeted here because they have the most to lose (They are the most vulnerable)  

-- The Iniquity 

Isaiah identifies the problems here

Two major problems are present 

First, their Luxury – “At ease” 

Luxury tends to cause people to take the easy way and be content 

Wealth does not promote Holiness  

The wealthy are often the most carnal  

Second, their Lethargy – “Careless” 

They were indifference to spiritual matters 

And more concerned about their personal comforts 

2. The Punishment – vs. 10-14  

We find in these verses the Details of the Retribution or the Punishment 

-- The Duration – v. 10 

“Many days and years shall ye be troubled” 

Israel would experience a long period of punishment 

They were going to suffer 

-- The Dread – v. 11 a

“Tremble, ye women that are at ease; be troubled” 

Having it so good one moment, and the next, having nothing? 

He tells them that they need to be Concerned 

-- Their Dress – v. 11 b 

“strip you, and make you bare, and gird sackcloth upon your loins” 

Get ready, by Humbling yourselves now

Sackcloth has always been a symbol of humility 


Nineveh, when told of coming Judgment, repented by putting on sackcloth 

Jonah 3:4,5 – “And Jonah began to enter into the city a day's journey, and he cried, and said, Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be overthrown” “So the people of Nineveh believed God, and proclaimed a fast, and put on sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them”  

-- The Dismay – v. 12  

“They shall lament…”  

The punishment will result in great sorrow 

“… for the teats, for the pleasant fields, for the fruitful vine” 

Those things that bring life

No men, no births   

The fields and vines will no longer produce and there will be great sorrow over little or no crops

They will Lament because they are hungry

-- The Desolate – v. 13 

“Upon the land of my people shall come up thorns and briers; yea, upon all the houses of joy in the joyous city” 

In a land that once brought forth plenty, there would now be nothing but weeds 

Where there should be joy there will be sorrow   

-- The Desolation – v. 14 

“Because the palaces shall be forsaken; the multitude of the city shall be left; the forts and towers shall be for dens for ever, a joy of wild asses, a pasture of flocks;” 

In the more distant future, the palace in Jerusalem would be abandoned and the city would be forsaken, only to be overrun by grazing flocks and wild donkeys 

This prediction is a reference to the Babylonian destruction of Jerusalem in 586 B.C., which took place 115 years after Isaiah made this prophecy 

Although the Assyrian invasion and destruction of Judah's other cities would take place within a year … 

The Lord was warning the people of the future judgment that would fall upon the capital under the Babylonians 

In that day, the city of Jerusalem would become a wasteland inhabited only by animals 

Until… 

[bookmark: _GoBack]B. The ‘Restoration’ – vs. 15-20 …

The Desolation in the nation of Israel would continue until a time when new life will be poured out upon the nation from Heaven 

The land will flourish again and there will be justice, peace, and security for its people 


The righteousness of the people would bring peace and rest in spite of any destruction that might have taken place 

The Lord will again bless His people

1. The Period – v. 15 

“Until the spirit be poured upon us from on high,” 

Retribution will not go on forever 

It will stop when God pours out His Spirit upon the people 

Grace will prevail

Joel 2:28 – “And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:” (Acts 2:16) 

2. The Product – vs. 16-20 

Restoration includes many wonderful things 

I’ve listed a few of these blessings here

-- Purity – v. 16 

“Then judgment shall dwell in the wilderness, and righteousness remain in the fruitful field” 

Purity will be everywhere 

The Greatest of which will be Christ's rule 


-- Peace – vs. 17, 18 

“And the work of righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of righteousness quietness and assurance for ever” “And My people shall dwell in a peaceable habitation, and in sure dwellings, and in quiet resting places;” 

When Christ is King, peace will prevail 

Isaiah 9:6 – “For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon His shoulder: and His name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace”   

Man has tried many ways to have peace apart from Christ, 

But only when Christ reigns, will genuine peace come to the land

-- Protection – v. 19 

“When it shall hail, coming down on the forest; and the city shall be (brought) low …” 

The implication here is that when other nations are being Judged 

Israel will be protected  

-- Prosperity – v. 20 

“Blessed are ye that sow beside all waters, that send forth thither the feet of the ox and the ass” 

Productivity will be part of the Restoration 

Note that Productivity does not come to the sluggard 

But to those who “sow beside all waters” etc. 

Restoration does not promote laziness!

CONCLUSION
